PURPOSE: The purpose of this Inspection is to identify and disclose visually observable major deficiencies of the inspected systems. Client further agrees that with the exception of emergency conditions, the Client, Client’s agent or independent contractor will make no alterations or repairs to the claimed discrepancy prior to a re-inspection by the Inspector. Client agrees and understands that any failure to notify the Inspector as stated above shall constitute a waiver of any and all claims for said failure to accurately report the condition in question.
LIMITS OF LIABILITY: Liability for mistakes or omissions in the Inspection Report is limited to the refund of twice the fee paid for this Inspection and Report. The liability of the Inspector’s principles, agents, and employees are also limited to twice the fee paid.
